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Deliberative Methods in Local Society Research

(Deliberáció és helyi társadalom: bevezető gondolatok)

This session is devoted to the experiences of a recent research in which Deliberative Poll and Citizen’s Jury methods have been applied on the problems of local society.  The core issues of the Kaposvár Small Region research were the most acute problems of the area: unemployment, job creation and the missing connection of labour market with education. The organizer’s presentation will start the discussion with the title of “Deliberation, local society and trust: an introduction". It does provide an overview of the research and addresses the question how deliberative methods influence generalized trust in local society.  Afterwards participants of the research present their findings concerning methodological problems of deliberation as well as substantive issues of the survey and fieldwork.

Hungarian and foreign scholars are to be invited in order to comment the results or present their own experiences.
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
